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.~ '\ \ ,~/ ,_ I All Washington County dogs were 
required to be licensed by Jan. 1, 2008. 

It's a State law, but it also aids in your "wandering" dog's safe return. 
(1) The license number provides your home information to animal 
control, and (2) the license insures that the Humane Society will hold 
your runaway dog at least 14 days before adopting or euthanizing it. 
Licenses are available at: Washington County Auditor's Office, 205 
Putnam Street, Marietta, OH (Mon.-Fri.). Fines are levied after Jan. 1, 
2008. Forms available on website: www.washingtongov.org.
