Regular Board Minutes

October 11, 2023

Board members present: Amber Dennison, Tammy Bates, Michele Newbanks, Mike Miller, Tracy Moore, Esther Salem (via phone)

1. Call to order – The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m.

2. Public comments - none

3. Approval of minutes of August’s board meeting: Motion by Esther. Second by Tracy. Motion passed with a voice vote.

4. Treasurer’s report

a. September expenses totaled approximately $48,327.91. Income totaled approximately $49,406.96.

b. For income, there was $630 from Jordan’s Way; $6,407 from the cash bingo; $522.50 from the Rogue raffle; and $6,265 in adoption fees.

c. For expenses, there was $938.54 in fundraiser expenses; $3,585 in accounting fees; $4,193.74 in supplies; and $4,188.21 in veterinary care

d. Approval of September’s Treasurer’s Report: Motion by Tammy. Second by Amber. Motion passed unanimously.

5. Humane Officer report

a. There were 17 animal welfare checks with 9 unfounded complaints.

b. Two owners were unable to be located.

c. 2 dogs were surrendered and 1 dog was put in safe keeping.

d. Four animals needed medical care.

e. Animals included dogs, cats, ferrets, chinchillas, hamsters, chickens and ducks.

6. Director’s report

a. 34 cats come in through intake – 8 were owner surrender; 3 were returns; 23 were strays.

b. 51 cats were adopted; 6 died in shelter/foster; 1 was euthanized; 2 were returns; 2 were rescues.

c. 32 dogs came in through intake – 9 were owner surrender; 2 were returns; 21 were strays (6 citizen turn ins and 15 from law enforcement)

d. 40 dogs were adopted; 1 died in shelter/foster; 1 was euthanized; 10 were reclaims; 13 were rescues

7. Committee reports

a. Operations – Amber hopes to have a meeting soon.

b. Fundraising 

· Boxer’s K9 carnival is Oct. 1

· Waterview Pointe Trunk or Treat is Oct. 12

· Monster Mash is Oct. 21

· Station Chili Cook-Off is Oct. 22

· Jungle Jam Spooktacular is Oct. 29

· Amy said she wants to get flyers for the Nissan Rogue raffle up as soon as possible. There will be an ad on WTAP. Tickets are to be sold by Dec. 1, but the date can be pushed back. 339 Auto is interested in a possible raffle every year.

c. Finance – Amy is starting work on the budget.

d. Building, Grounds & Maintenance

· Tracy said a gauge can be put on the tank to get water readings. Mike asked if the gauge could track how many gallons are used from the tank per month.

· Amy said there are multiple leaks in the roof.

e. New Building & Renovations – Nothing was reported.

f. Homeward Bound – There are 15 cats with Frances Merkel and most are unadoptable. It was suggested saying those cats are in a hospice situation. They are still showed in the system. Mike asked if they could be changed to hospice in the system.

g. Public Relations – Sharon Paul took photos for an insert in the Marietta Times. A column on the Legacy Society will be submitted as soon as possible.

h. Membership – Amy supplied a complete list of members which included 15 new members. It was suggested magnets or stickers with Amy’s logo. Amy suggested an online store to sell pens, mugs, totes, magnets as a revenue stream.

i. Technology – Amy said phone calls will ring at all phones instead of just the front desk, but voice mails will only go to the front desk. Wires and cables will need to be reworked for the internet.

j. Volunteer – Tracy said Shelly will be doing orientation. She said people show up but don’t return, so orientation is a waste of time. Fredley said people are offended they start working with lower level animals. Amy said people expect to see little dogs and are intimidated by bigger dogs.

k. Legacy Society – Nothing reported.

8. Unfinished Business 

a. Dog tags and kennel fund – Tammy will check on the kennel fund and Amber will send out a letter regarding the dog tag prices.

b. Kate’s membership
