Public Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2026
Board members present: Tracy Tynan, Shelly Galland, Esther Salem, Angel Grosklos, Jeff Patey, Melinda Hartz. 
1. Call to order – The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.

2. Public comments – None

4. Treasurer report by Amy Rogers.
a. Report submitted, fairly standard.
b. $50,000 MCF pull occurred, signed off by Board.
c. Approval of Treasurer’s Report: Motion by Hartz. Second by Galland. Motion passed with a voice vote.

5. Acceptance of John Tynan’s resignation from the Board: Motion by Galland. Second by Patey. Voting was done previously by email. See attached email string.

6. Voting in Angel Grosklos to replace John Tynan on the Board until 12/31/2026 to finish out his term: Motion by E Salem. Second by Hartz. Motion passed with a voice vote.
7. Director’s report 
a. Nothing to add; reports fairly standard.
8. Committee reports
a. Operations 

i. Held a committee meeting on 5/6 at Esther’s house. Esther will send out meeting minutes. Some discussion around what to do about shelter overpopulation. Also discussed possible volunteer get-together to encourage volunteering as a social thing so volunteers don’t feel so alone. 
ii. Also discussed playgroups for dogs – working through this with shelter staff as this is very new.
b. Fundraising 

i. potential dog wash at We Lov Pets – ES talked to Ethan at We lov pets, still awaiting feedback from owner, giving it a bit more time.
ii. possible “rowing sponsorship” program – ES to follow up in the fall if it comes to anything.
iii. Art show in June per Amy, at Betsey Mills Club on June 27. Please reach out to Board for help as needed.
iv. Amy - Bingo has to have its own checking account now, per a law change in Ohio. Brenda DeWeese would like to be a signor on this checking account. Given her longstanding volunteer status at the shelter, and the success of the last 3 bingo fundraising events, the Board approved. Motion by Hartz. Second by Patey. Motion passed with a voice vote.
v. Chili cookoff at the Station in Belpre, OH (Galland): may have issues this year due to owner health, may not be able to have it at the Station this year. Chili cookoff is the third Sunday in October. [Shelly Galland later followed up and stated that we could indeed have the cookoff at the Station this year – many thanks!]

vi. June First Friday – E Salem will have woodworking items at Teri Ann’s for sale to benefit shelter. Thanks Esther!

d. Building, Grounds & Maintenance

i. Amy got a quote from Morrison, Inc. to repair mini-split in Safe Haven. Proposal #20166 was for $3926.50, with a possibility of $998 of that to be covered under maufacturer’s warranty. Board voted to approve expenditure: Motion by Patey. Second by Galland. Motion passed with a voice vote. Note that a rough estimate for a new unit was $35k.
e. Volunteer

i. Had first committee meeting – 12 to 13 people there. [Please invite the Board too.] Amber went over playgroups. Discussed a possible orientation video, possibly putting the lecture online.
ii. Jeff and Chris Patey and Jenna (volunteer) are taking over Volgistics.
