October 8, 2025

Call to order – The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.

1. Public comments 
a. None.

2. Approval of minutes of September 10th board meeting: Motion by Esther. Second by Tammy. Motion passed with a voice vote.

4. Director’s report – Animal population is still over capacity. 
a. 47 cats come in through intake – 19 were strays; (All citizen turn in); 22 were owner surrender; 6 were adoption return. 
b. 43 were adopted; 2 were euthanized; 1 was returned to owner; 8 died in shelter. 
c. 19 dogs came in through intake – 6 owner surrender; 11 were strays (3 citizen turn ins, 8 from law enforcement); 2 adoption returns.

d. 26 dogs were adopted; 2 were reclaimed; 4 went to rescue; 1 died in foster; 1 died in shelter.

b. Fundraising 

i. Bingo raised over $14,000. Esther continues to attend several craft shows for fundraising for the HSOV. The annual Chili Cookoff at the Station will be held October 12th. Amy is in the beginning stages of Fur Ball planning.

d. Building, Grounds & Maintenance

i. Amy is still attempting to get quotes for getting the kennel doors installed.  The washing machine needed repaired three times in September but is now working.  There was a water leak on the driveway leading to the shelter & the Pilot brakes needed replaced.

i. No meeting was held. Tracy & two volunteers continue to rotate monthly orientation for new volunteers the third Sunday of each month.

i. Sharon provided updates to the Board via email. Posting photos & profiles continues to be done as often as possible on Facebook & Pet Finder.

a. Esther contacted Best Friends & was told her information would be forwarded to the appropriate person handling the Walmart adoption event. 
b. The levy the Board was attempting to get on the Washington County voting ballot is not allowed. The shelter is not a taxing authority & is a non-profit.
