Regular Board Minutes

May 8, 2024

1. Call to order – The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Public comments – Donna, a friend of Toni who had sent a complaint to Amy regarding the handling of a stray cat she wanted to surrender in April 2024, expressed her concern about the month it took to receive a response to Toni’s letter. She also wanted to know why the shelter would not take the cat since others had been accepted around the same time. Amy explained the cat was feral and we cannot take feral cats without knowing their health history. Donna appreciated the explanation given regarding the cat being feral, unknown health issues, and its demeanor in the kennel.
3. Approval of minutes of April’s board meeting: Motion by Shelly. Second by Amber. Motion passed with a voice vote.

4. Approval of Treasurer’s report: Tabled until June meeting.
5. Director’s report

a. 61 cats come in through intake – 32 were owner surrender; 29 were citizen turn ins.

b. 15 cats were adopted; 1was euthanized; 18 went to rescue; 2 died in foster care; 3 died in the shelter.
c. 49 dogs came in through intake – 9 were owner surrender; 2 were returns; 37 were strays (26 citizen turn ins, 1 from law enforcement).
d. 7 dogs were adopted; 10 were reclaims; 3 went to rescue.
6. Committee reports

a. Operations 

i. Operations meeting was held May 1, 2024 to complete the Director’s evaluation.

b. Fundraising 
i. Moon Mullen is having a Songwriter Series at the Lafayette Hotel on May 17, 2024 to benefit the HSOV. 
ii. Bingo date is set for September 14, 2024 at the Belpre Bingo Hall with a cost of  $300 for rental.

iii. Chili Cookoff is scheduled for October 20, 2024 at the Station Carry Out.
c. Finance

i. No meeting was held. Amy will email Tammy to determine a good meeting time.
d. Building, Grounds and Maintenance
i. No meeting was held.
7. Unfinished Business 
a. Kennel doors will wait until painting is finished which should be soon. Amy is getting quotes on installation of the doors. 
b. Phone/Internet will be accomplished once the Marietta Community Foundation request for pulling funds is approved.   There is no update on the roof quotes but Amy is following up with the last company.
8. New Business

a. Amber discussed ideas on how to use the grant of $2,000 for play yard improvements given by Petfinder Foundation. Tracy discussed the product Nutra Turf. Amy will get square footage to Tracy so she can obtain a quote. Amber is creating a “matching funds” post on the HSOV Facebook page to request additional donations.
